· Committee Recaps - No singular comments.
· Food & Beverage - Tony C. discussed a picnic with HRC to be held on June 7th at
the Rainbow Family Park near the intersection of Oakey and Rainbow. HRC
requested that SNAPI operate a cash bar at the picnic. Motion Tony C. - to approve
operating a bar at the HRC and expend up to $150 for ice and beer and a $500 bank.
Second - Brian R. Vote - unanimous approval. Motion to reimburse HRC for the
$250 dollar security cost. Motion Tony C, seconded Ernie Y. Vote — 1 yea, 2 abs, 14
nay - motion failed. Motion to reimburse $256 for health permit to HRC. Motion
Bob N., seconded Brian R. Vote - 8 yea, 3 nay, 5 abs. Motion failed, (voted to
extend discussion twice - total 25 minutes.)
· Upcoming Pride Trips & Marketing - Jake N. discussed the future pride trips for
this year and recommended San Diego, Phoenix and Palm Springs as being feeder
markets for LV Pride. Motion - Jake N, seconded Brian R. Vote - unanimous
approval.
· Community Outreach Committee - Jake N. will develop a subcommittee of
Marketing to outreach to the other non-profit organizations serving the LGBT
population, as well as past and future sponsors. Discussion ensued concerning that a
member of the sponsorship committee and the president should be members.
· Royalty - No discussion
· Sponsorship - No discussion
· Volunteer Party - Mike G. - Stated no party was desired. Recommends for next
year to have "Thank You" packages to hand out at festival that will include goodies
from sponsors.
· Finance - Matt C. - Handed out draft financial statements to the board for
discussion.
