Minutes (Final)

The Board of Directors, assembled in Public Session at Hamburger Mary’s Conference Room with James Healey presiding and Secretary Keith Groteluschen recording the minutes, was called to order at 6:42 pm, on March 16, 2004.  Healey announced that there was a quorum present.  Groteluschen performed the roll call.

Groteluschen announced that the meeting was being electronically recorded.  Healey asked for any changes to the public session minutes held on March 2nd.  Beau Texter motioned to approve the March 2nd minutes as written.  The motion was seconded and approved (6 yea, 0 nay, 2 abstention).

Healey stated all parties have signed the contract for the Pride venue.  Healey gave a SNAPI check yesterday in the amount of $9,500 to the management of the Event Center as our deposit.  Healey stated he has signed confirmation that the Event Center did receive the check.  Healey suggested board members to tour the Event Center at 11 a.m. on March 28th at which time we will take the group photo.  Please wear appropriate attire.  Board members who cannot make this photo shoot will be given a mention in the Pride Guide.  It was suggested we use Dan “I love a massage” Danny G’s camera equipment.  This tour offers board members a chance to see what the Logistics Committee has planned for the venue.  Board members will be able to describe to the public what we have planned for the venue.  Healey reminded board members that choosing this venue allows us to emphasize to the public that we are back in a great facility and it has been the best place for the Festival yet.  We know this facility and know what we can do inside the venue.  Ross Letica asked that the outline of the venue be put on our Web site.  Healey stated the map of the venue should be on line by tonight or tomorrow.  It will be available for anyone to click on and see the map.

Rene Perez stated the logistics map is almost done but his computer was not able to print it out.  Perez is working with Healey on the Event Plan, which will be submitted to the management of the Event Center.  The Event Plan describes what we want to do in the venue during the Festival as well as load in and load out.  The radios will be rented from Bearcom (sp?), which has agreed to hold a deposit check from us.  Bearcom will not cash it until after the Festival.  Perez stated we wouldn’t have an out-of-pocket expense before the Festival.  Groteluschen asked what is our next deadline for items handled by the Logistics Committee.  Healey stated he and Perez would meet with George, the Event Center Manager, to work out the side attractions contract, so that SNAPI will get a portion of the proceeds from the batting cages, golf, go-cart, and rock wall.  Healey stated this contract could include the paintball attraction.  Healey asked board members if they wanted to include the paintball attraction.  Beau Texter encouraged the Board to have all attractions open because they were all popular last year.  Groteluschen questioned if paintball would get too messy for our guests.  Healey stated the paintball participants wear a suit to protect clothing.  Letica suggested giving the community as much as we possibly can.  Healey stated the management of the Event Center wants to build their relationship with us.  To that end, George is willing to set up a fun zone for our younger guests as well as a VIP area for special invited guests.  Letica stated the VIP will be a lounge atmosphere and it will be curtained off.  A board member will monitor this area so sponsors only use it.  Healey stated it should be used by key people in the community such as Kelly, Andy & Steve from Hamburger Mary’s, Brandon and Paul from Gipsy, Kaye from the FreeZone, Bob Bellis & Joshua Montgomery from the Center, and the directors of AFAN and Golden Rainbow.  The VIP will get a different color wristband and the greeter at the entrance to the VIP area will let those people inside.   Healed added if someone like Kelly were to bring other people with her, they would be let in with Kelly.  The bar will be available to our VIP guests.  Healey stated it is a perfect area for us to go and thank the individuals who have helped us all year long.  Healey stated he has a meeting with Sierra Food Services on Monday and will discuss the service for our VIP’s.  Healey is working on the contract with Sierra Food Services.  Healey stated Dan “I’m so tired” Danny G will be in charge of that area on the day of the Festival.

The next logistics meeting will be held Thursday, March 25th at Hamburger Mary’s at 7 p.m.  Perez is working on the promoter’s license or rock concert license.  Healey believes we should get the latter.  That license should cover an event with six to seven thousand people.  Healey believes we do not need a business license.  Perez says the rock concert license is under the business license category.  Perez stated the license and fees could cost twelve hundred dollars.  Texter says we should consider the promoter’s license because it is good for a full year.  Perez said he would find out what we actually need for our event.  The contact in the business license office is Jan.  Perez will bring the pros and cons of both licenses to the board.

Phil, the Membership Chairman for the local Stonewall Democrats organization addressed the Board.  The group wants two booths at the Festival.  One booth will be for candidate interaction with our guests and the other for voter registration.  The candidate outreach booth would be at no cost to the organization.  The group would pay for the voter registration booth.  They request that both booths be side by side.  Phil wanted to know whom SNAPI has already contacted to speak at the Festival.  The Stonewall Democrats would like to have two vehicles and one walking unit in the parade.  Phil requested the logistics of how to do that.  Phil has been checking the Web site for booth costs.  Healey stated booth costs would be available on our Web site after tomorrow.  Letica told Phil that we have not reached out to any candidates or groups yet.  Phil clarified that at the Stonewall Democratic booth his members would be signing up new members for the organization, and registering voters as well as talking to people about the gay marriage amendment.  The Nevada State Democratic Party would run the other booth.  Phil said his group would produce a schedule of candidate appearances at the booth so our guests would know when certain candidates would be there for the meet and greet.  Groteluschen reminded the Board that the candidates would be speaking on the main stage.  He asked Phil if the candidates could be at the booth before or after their appearance on stage.  Phil said that would be fine.  Groteluschen asked the Stonewall Democrats to produce a schedule of candidates, which would be handed over to the Entertainment Committee to incorporate the candidate schedule with our entertainer schedule.  Healey stated SNAPI would like the candidate schedule within three weeks.  Terry from the audience reminded the Board that SNAPI needs to follow a policy, which is fair and impartial to all political parties.  Healey stated the Matt Polzin has requested to the Board that he be allowed to set up a non-partisan registration table.  In this way, SNAPI would protect itself from being in violation of our bylaws.

Letica stated that he spoke with Polzin and Polzin would want to do something else at the Festival if we could find someone else to run the non-partisan voter registration table.  Phil stated that his booth would welcome all people who want to register.  Texter reminded the Board we would have to offer the same opportunity to other political parties as we offered to the Stonewall Democrats.  Perez stated that he is the one who contacted the Stonewall Democrats via e-mail.  Perez stated that we should reach out to the other political groups.  Karsten T. Brown reminded the Board that even though the Stonewall Democrats offered to do voter registration, SNAPI cannot let them take the responsibility from our Board because of the partisan nature of the Stonewall Democrats.  Healey reminded the Board, that we need to find a non-partisan voter registration voter opportunity for all of our guests regardless of what the Stonewall Democrats are offering.  Letica didn’t believe Polzin was willing to do that.  Healey stated we will have to find someone to run our voter registration table.  Groteluschen instructed Phil to go to our Web site to sign up his group to ride vehicles in the parade and have a walking unit in the parade as well as fill out an application for two booths at the Festival.  

Healey stated Ginger Grant is working on a date for auditions at the Center.  Healey added that Ginger is getting bombarded with entertainer requests.  Board members will be asked to sit in on the auditions, which will be held on a Saturday.  Healey spoke with MGM Grand Entertainment Director Barry Morgan, who is working on headliners for us.  Currently Morgan has verbal confirmation for possibly no fee from Louie Louie, Soul Desire, and an all girl band.  Healey stated Morgan is reaching out to Christine W., Chippendales, Clint Holmes, the cast of Mama Mia, and Follies Bergere.  Hopefully by the end of next week we will have more confirmations and/or contracts for the Board.  Healey stated Christine W will come with a fee.  She is local and so are all of her people so we won’t have to house them or fly them in.  Letica asked if the budget for entertainment is still at $10,000.  Healey restated that the budget for entertainment can’t go over that number.  Healey doesn’t wish to spend that money if the Board doesn’t need to spend the money.  An audience member asked if we are considering the Mark Weigel Band and Healey responded that we are considering paying to bring the band to the Festival.  Bryant motioned for a five-minute recess.  The motion was seconded and approved at 7:33 p.m.

Healey called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.  Hospitality Services of Nevada presented their proposal for vendor sponsorship.  (See proposal for details)  The products include Monster Energy Drinks, Pride Logo Water, 24-oz. Bottles of Pepsi and Diet Pepsi, TGIFridays Potato Skins Snack Chips and Pizza Hut personal pan pizzas.  Subcontractor’s products include Patrick Morley (Deeznuts LLC) and Cassandra Niotta and Sassy’s Hawaiian Shaved Ice.  HSN described the products and mentioned two of the subcontractors are minority-owned companies.  HSN says Monster Energy Drink is trying to break into the local market in a big way.  The product comes in the largest size available.  HSN approached Monster Energy Drink because of their unique marketing campaign.  Monster would contribute $3,000 of the total sponsorship money in the sponsorship program.  Two tents would be provided (20 x 20 and 10 x 10).  Condoms, which have “Release the Beast” printed on them, will be part of the sponsorship.  The Monster Truck will be parked out front during the festival and it will be used in the parade.  Beads will be thrown from the truck during the parade.  HSN will promote Pride by putting our logo on 30,000 bottles of water, which will be sold at local establishments between now and Pride.  HSN will sell logo space on the label to other companies.  HSN wants 15 companies to pay them for logo placement on the bottle of water.  SNAPI would benefit by receiving 35 cents for each bottle of water sold.  Each company, which buys a $500 sponsorship, gets their logo on the bottle of water.  The idea with the bottles of water is to drive people to the Pride week of events.  Once HSN has all the logos, their turnaround time is 14 days to have the bottles of water ready for distribution to sponsors.

HSN projects 5000 bottles will go to the sponsors.  That leaves 25,000 bottles to be sold other places.  HSN hopes to produce enough income from this event to cut SNAPI a check that is larger than our current largest sponsor.  A case will cost a non-sponsor company $8.50 per ten cases.  A sponsor will pay $6.00 per ten cases.  Healey wants to promote the sale of our water at the businesses even though they may be selling other water previously.  HSN wants SNAPI to buy the bottles in order to sell them for a profit.  Groteluschen asked if our date and venue location could be added to the logo.  HSN said that would be no problem.  HSN expects to have Monster Energy Drinks be the exclusive seller of energy drinks on May 14th and May 15th.  The Monster Energy Truck will be in the parade and in a high visibility position at the Festival location.  HSN expects to handle logo water sales and promotions for all Pride events using the support of the SNAPI Board.  An executive board member from SNAPI must attend a meeting with bar sponsors to set-up Pride logo bottled water program and answer SNAPI / Pride-related questions.  HSN expects to have a prime booth space at the parade on May 14th at no charge (closest to Fremont Street Experience).  HSN also expects to have prime location for their booth at the Festival on May 15th (next to NGRA tent).  Monster Energy Drinks will provide a 20 x 20 tent and a 10 x 10 tent.  SNAPI will have to provide 10 x 10 tent if Monster does not provide their own tent.  SNAPI will provide all power for both tents.  HSN wants a photo booth location at no cost inside the building.  HSN expects a prime location for a dunk tank booth with water coming from SNAPI.  SNAPI would have to provide “support for dunking.”

Texter stated the price of the water should be lower than the price customarily charged for water in that business.  This will encourage more sales.  Healey stated that SNAPI does not plan to have booths at the parade because of the logistics of working with Fremont Street Experience.  Healey instructed Yuen to check where vendors can have booths.  Texter responded having roving bottled water sales is much more effective.  Healey added water, energy drink and Pepsi could be sold along the parade route.  Texter believes licensed or authorized vendors must stay 500 feet from the Fremont Street Experience.  Healey stated Metro would remove unlicensed vendors.  Yuen stated HSN can set up a mobile cart next to the registration table at the beginning of the parade route.  Yuen added that the cart can only stop for a sale and then must continue roving about the parade area.  Bryant will manage sponsorships.  She hopes to have sponsors lined up by next week.  HSN says as of an hour ago, Monster will provide both tents.  Healey stated the photo booth should be next to the silent auction inside the building.  HSN will encourage group shoots hoping for greater photo sales.  Healey stated SNAPI already has a release, which HSN can use.  Photos will be purchased at the time or after the event.  HSN says SNAPI will get 50% of the dunk tank proceeds.  Healey will talk to George at the Event Center about water for the dunk tank and location of the dunk tank.  

Letica made a motion to accept the proposal as it is stated in the written proposal.  Healey stated the $5,000 sponsorship money is not stated in the written proposal.  HSN stated Monster will come in with a $3,000 check and HSN will have a $2,000 check for SNAPI.  The checks would be available to SNAPI by next week.  Bryant asked for the deadline for the sponsors to be listed on the bottled water label.  HSN does not want to start bottled water sales until we have 15 sponsors.  Yuen asked if a written contract is prepared so board members can show it to potential sponsors.  Healey gave HSN permission to put our Pride 2004 logo on the bottled water.  Letica made a friendly amendment to state that Monster and HSN will give us the $5,000 in sponsorship money within 14 days.  The contract will be sponsored when HSN sends the final contract to SNAPI.  The motion was seconded and approved unanimously.  The $500 checks to become a sponsor under this proposal a business owner or manager will make the check out to Hospitality Services of Nevada.  Distribution will be handled by HSN.  Bryant motioned for a five-minutes recess.  The motion was seconded and approved unanimously at 8:40 p.m.

Healey called the meeting back to order at 8:46 p.m.  Bryant asked for the current list of sponsors.  Healey stated we have Budweiser, Blue Moon Resort, QVegas, Gipsy, Hamburger Mary’s, Hospitality Services of Nevada, The Male Bag, and Findlay Cadillac Saab. Brown asked these logos to be sent to him so he can put them on the Web site.  Get Booked is not yet signed up.  Healey stated Yuen has negotiated a proposed sponsorship agreement with ID Lube.  The agreement calls for ID Lube to give SNAPI 24 trash containers and 48 liners for the Festival, four cases of 2.8 oz. Glide lubricant to be given away, one regular gift basket to be given away or auctioned, one large gift basket, and one huge gift basket, 100 sports bottles, 100 T-shirts with custom printing with our Pride logo, two rainbow banners, two “got lube?” banners, and six custom printed banners.  Yuen asked the ID Lube rep to increase the number of banners to 15.  Healey showed an example of the banner.  SNAPI would provide ID Lube a guarantee that ID Lube is the exclusive lubricant sponsor for the event, to be included on all marketing, a quarter-page color ad in the Pride Guide, logo placement on all marketing materials, first right of refusal on this contract’s expiration (3-years).  Letica suggested ID Lube should give us a $500 sponsorship on the bottled water promotion.  Yuen stated no lube company is giving away money right now.  Healey stated the $500 would come out of the marketing dollars.  Letica asked if ID Lube does not accept our counter offer, why we need a lubricant company at the Festival at all. Healey responded why not have a lube company.  Healey stated that we save money for not having to pay for printing of the banners.  Brown stated he does not want a three-year contract with this company in case we are very successful this year and we can get money from a sponsor next year.  Healey instructed Yuen to contact ID Lube about the $500 advertising opportunity with the bottled water sales, quarter-page ad in the Pride Guide, increasing the number of banners to 15, and making the proposal a one-year agreement.  Healey stated we have the lube product to give away at bingo events, and our other events.  Healey stated we have a lot of sponsors, which are not giving us money upfront.  Healey stated you always have lube at Pride.  Texter suggested the right of refusal should be each year for the next two years.  

Bryant reviewed suggested ad placement and associated costs for spots in local and regional publications.  Bryant requested a budget so she knows how much we can spend.  Bryant requested space or reserved space in a number of local and regional publications.  No ads have been placed to this point.  Deadlines are approaching for monthly publications.  Healey stated we just agreed to a $5000 sponsorship and we should dump the whole amount into the marketing budget.  Healey instructed Bryant that is the figure we need to look at.  Healey asked Bryant to put together a proposal, which will state where we should spend the money and have the proposal complete by the next meeting.  Healey stated if deadlines occur before that time, send an e-mail vote out to Keith who will send it out to the Board.  The vote should include the actual ad, which will go into each publication so board members can see the ad.  The vote should also include the number of times the ad would run in each publication.  Bryant asked the board members if they want to explore radio advertising.  Letica heard it the ad on the radio last year and though it was great.  Bryant sees the only benefit comes from reaching the people who don’t go to the local bars.  Healey stated he doesn’t believe radio is a good buy for us now based on who we have for entertainment.  That will change when and if we secure a headliner.  Texter recommended putting our information on the local TV station community calendar announcements.  Healey likes the idea of producing T-shirts ourselves and selling them at a profit at the Festival.  

Yuen sent an official letter to the City of Las Vegas Manager requesting a waiver for cleanup charges, bleacher fees, and the cost of using the Showmobile.  Patty Moyer and Gail Hall are working in the city office to get these fees waived.  The waiver would cut our costs by $6,000.  Concerning insurance, Yuen received the request form from our insurance company.  Our rep is working on securing a policy, which will cover the Board for May 14th and May 15th.  Yuen stated that having the parade route go through the Fremont Street Experience raises our insurance premium.  Healey stated having the route go up to the Fremont Street Experience was a hindrance last year.  Our parade participants stopped people at the Fremont Street Experience from crossing the street.  Texter believes all parade routes are set.  Last year, the bleachers were moved to next to Fremont Street Experience in front of the Fitzgerald’s Casino.  Yuen stated he would check whether we could choose a different route for the parade so we don’t go into the Fremont Street Experience.  The Parade Application is online.  Groteluschen will try to set up PayPal as soon as he can.  Yuen asked Bryant to give us more space for an ad or a story for more promotion for this year’s parade.  Letica asked Bryant to mention the parade participation to sponsors she is contacting.  Yuen stated Gail Hall asked if we are giving away cooked foods such as popcorn because insurance is much higher if we do.  Sealed containers are not an issue for our insurance.

Yuen is writing all businesses in the gay yellow pages to solicit sponsorship for the parade trophies.  Healey asked Bryant to send an e-mail blast to solicit vendors using the e-mail addresses for the businesses, which advertise in the gay yellow pages.  Healey asked to include sponsorship in that e-mail blast.  The average cost for the trophy is $50.  Yuen stated he wants 35 trophies.  Yuen stated he added categories this year because participants complained last year that participants were not recognized enough.  Yuen believes we will have around 50 entries in the parade.  Yuen reminded the Board we are not paying for the trophies so let’s get as many as we can.  Yuen says the public has told him there is no incentive for entering the parade without the opportunity to be recognized.  

Yuen stated the first-ever Sunday Brunch Bingo is this weekend.  At the last bingo we raised almost $900 because we auctioned off the blackout prize two times.  Healey asked Yuen to think about auctioning off the Blue Moon Resort free stay at each of the bingo events.  Yuen hopes to do Sunday bingo events every other month.  Bob Napierala stated that there is no check for the April bingo prize purchases.  Healey instructed Yuen will take $150 out of the proceeds of the Sunday Brunch bingo, do a receipt, and use that money for the April bingo.  Board members agree no vote was necessary.  Letica will be up front for the April bingo in Yuen’s absence.  Brown will help Letica.  Groteluschen will help Kitty Litter.  There is a new liquor sponsor for bingo.  It is an imported vodka directed to the gay and lesbian community.  The rep from Deluca offered the vodka, table toppers and banners to SNAPI for use at bingo.  The Pride Bingo will be themed Colors of Pride.  Yuen will also have a costume contest using Pride colors.  Yuen is trying to get Findlay Saab to be the sponsor for the Pride Bingo and Pageant prizes.  Blue Moon Resort and The Male Bag are willing to donate prizes early.  Yuen wants to promote the prizes for Pride bingo and the pageant.  These prizes will be larger and more expensive than regular bingo.  The special price for Sunday Brunch is $8.95 and Andy is making a special menu for the brunch.

Yuen stated we have make more than $400 from the first two prelim competitions for the calendar project.  We will also get $300 from Hamburger Mary’s after the third prelim competition.  Healey asked board members to tell potential contestants that the format for Hamburger Mary’s competitions was the soaked underwear/swimsuit competition.  That will not be the format at other bars.  Healey stated we want to reach out to the Eagle to have men dressed in leather at that preliminary competition.  John Gomes said he had not heard about the contest and wondered how are we marketing it.  Yuen stated it was the cover story in the Bugle and it’s on the Web site, including the contestant application.  Yuen stated we can have the regularly planned preliminary competition at Hamburger Mary’s but of the 15 contestants who have expressed interest earlier, none have called him or e-mailed back to him.  Yuen has people who want to do it but getting them to commit and show up is a problem.  He wonders if they are coming and seeing what we are doing and leaving.  Yuen wonders if they are a bunch of flakes.  The contestants we have from the first two competitions are very good models for the calendar.

Yuen stated Hamburger Mary’s is decorated for tomorrow’s St. Patrick’s Day Party.  He asked board members to show up and bring their friends.  Hamburger Mary’s promised him to give SNAPI a dollar from all drink sales.  Yuen did have 24 donated raffle prizes.  Kitty Litter’s mom will cook the corned beef and cabbage.  Letica prepared 80 gift bags for everyone who comes to the event.  We also have green beads to give away.  Healey asked Bryant to do an e-mail blast tonight.  Healey made a stack of Pride flyers to be handed out.  Healey clarified that Get Booked is behind us and just one employee told Bryant that she could not hang our poster in Get Booked.  Healey confirmed that the owner Wes does not feel that way.

Gomes spoke on NGRA Rodeo.  Gomes asked volunteers to go onto the NGRA Web site and sign up as a rodeo volunteer or give the names and phone numbers to Windsor Cooper, NGRA Volunteer Coordinator.  Gomes stated NGRA wants a list of names so they can thank the volunteers and send something to them.  Gomes stated there are three events which SNAPI will run and receive 50% of the proceeds.  SNAPI keeps 100% of the proceeds from the SNAPI wheel.  The three events are the jail, the human-operated bull ride, and possibly a third attraction.  Gomes wants volunteers working two or three hours at a time.  Letica asked if SNAPI would have a tent.  Gomes directed the Board to contact the vendor coordinator using the Web site.  (Inaudible)  Healey asked the board members to volunteer one of the two days.  Groteluschen stated all board members need to go to the NGRA site to sign up as a volunteer and state when they are available.  Board members should mention they will work the SNAPI attractions.  Healey asked Gomes if the DJ from last year’s Pride in the NGRA tent will be handled by Gomes.  Gomes said he has contacted the DJ.  Gomes stated they liked the music this DJ offered last year even though it wasn’t all country music.  Yuen asked Gomes if Gomes would approach his board about getting calendar model contestants from NGRA or a competition there (cross talk).  

Under new business, Brown asked to formalize a decision on the new web host for our Web site.  Brown does not like the current web host.  He prefers HostGator, which is $9.95 per month.  Brown is already moving forward with the change.  Brown made a motion to change our web host to HostGator.  The motion was seconded and approved (8 yea, 1 nay, 0 abstention).  Letica wants to produce Pride colored palm trees for the entrance to the Event Center at the Festival.  Letica says he wants to do it even though it will take a lot to do.  Perez is checking landscaping companies for free palm fawns.  Letica asked for board members to help him decorate at his house.  It could be a cook out on a Sunday afternoon.  Letica passed out a proposal from last year.  The proposal come from Matt Polzin but was never implemented because he was put in charge of security on the day of the Festival last year.  Polzin will address the Board about this proposal at the next meeting.  Letica wants to nominate Polzin for Education chairman at the next meeting because Polzin has already served on the Board before.  Letica says Polzin is in the education field.  

Healey did receive an e-mail from Denis Christopher-Ryan on March 8th, which states he is officially resigning.  Healey stated he has accepted the resignation.  Letica asked if a reason was given.  Healey read from the e-mail, “This is something I have wrestled with for many weeks now and must remain true to myself.  I wish this organization all the best and will continue to see you out and about at various SNAPI functions.”  Healey stated he leaves under good terms.

Napierala read the finance report given to him by John Brumley who is on vacation in Europe.  Napierala and Healey have both been given $500 checks from their employer, MGM Mirage, because both of them give their time to SNAPI.  This is the Voices program.  Brumley wants to pay Sprint’s bill three months in advance because we keep missing the payment date.  So a $40 check was cut to pay for the current month, the late fee, and two future months.  Napierala will send the check himself.  Healey received an e-mail from XS Entertainment stating the company is interested in working with us on this year’s Pride because we have been paying down our bill with them.  The bill is more than $13,000 at this point.  Healey stated XS Entertainment wants to be in the bid process and instructed Perez to make sure they are included.  Healey feels we should hold off paying Night Beat until after we have proceeds from this year’s Pride.  We are sending a check for $180 to pay down our current $380 bill.  Letica asked the Board to send a letter stating our intention to resume payments after Pride.  Healey asked Brumley to send the letter to Night Beat upon his return from vacation.  Bryant made a motion to send all the checks except the Night Beat check.  The motion was seconded and approved (8 yea, 0 nay, 1 abstention).  

The next board meeting will be held at Hamburger Mary’s at 6:30 p.m. on March 30th.  The first meeting in April has been moved to MONDAY, April 12th because the second Tuesday (April 13th) will be bingo.  The motion to adjourn was seconded and approved unanimously.  Healey declared adjournment at 10:10 p.m.
